During the Panels and Advisory Committee hearings last week; notwithstanding all the experts agreed that leaking LNAPL from the dump is always regarded as serious pollution hazard;  TTDAG Inc. was also informed that:
· the extension to the dump (DCLC) which was originally to have been 135,000 cubic meters of air space, has been reduced to 10, 000 cubic meters
· this would now cover only 0.6 of a hectare instead of the original 8 hectares 
Given the significant reduction in the size of the monocell / DCLC, TTTDAG Inc. asks why bother with it at all?  Due to the small volume available, why would the EPA think that Cleanaway could continue dumping until 2009?

At the hearing, it was quite clear that Cleanaway were legally entitled to take 177,000 cubic meters of toxic waste.  However Cleanaway have admitted that they have taken twice as much volume. 
Kaylene Wilson, President of TTTDAG Inc. said, “I’m really angry the EPA did not enforce the Licence conditions.”

Kaylene Wilson also said “Why didn’t EPA know when Cleanaway had exceeded the pre-determined volume?   If they didn’t know until last year, then it just shows they weren’t checking on the gate receipts.  And why hasn’t the EPA fined Cleanaway for breaching their Licence? I’m really fed up with the EPA’s continued failure to monitor this toxic dump.  I’m looking forward to having this issue settled at VCAT next year.” 

Ms Wilson said “If the EPA has allowed Cleanaway to operate illegally for three years, then Cleanaway should be given a massive fine and some EPA heads also need to roll!”

Ms Wilson also stated “There needs to be a change in culture at the EPA. They need to understand they are supposed to enforce the laws and they need to start trying to get our respect back by doing what they say and what the law requires them to do.”
“The EPA promised us in August they would start getting air monitoring every sixth day but we’re still waiting to hear from them.  The EPA is just a bad joke!  We have plenty of reasons not to trust them.” Ms Wilson remarked.
TTTDAG Inc. notes that Gavin Jennings has taken over as Minister for the Environment.  Consequently it will be up to him to get the EPA to enforce the law.  If he doesn’t do his job, he will be just as useless as all the past Ministers for the Environment.
