Past Public Meeting - 19th September 2006

Despite the relatively low number of people who turned up on the night, the meeting was a success.  The presentation was delivered by George Buscema, Kaylene Wilson, and Harry Van Moorst of EnviroWest.  

There was some spirited discussion during question time and the members of the community in the audience certainly made their feelings known about the situation with the toxic dump, as they spoke with passion and conviction. 

Two resolutions were put to the members of the community present at the public meeting:

Resolution 1 

The residents of Hume oppose:

(i)   The extension of Tullamarine toxic dump because it threatens our health and amenity and it is polluting the Moonee Ponds Creek.

 

(ii)   The introduction of the current proposed LNAPL tank farm which will expose our community to more toxic air missions and a high risk of toxic fires and we call upon the EPA to deny the Works Approval applications. 

 

Resolution 2 

We will regard the granting of Works Approval by the EPA and State Government as acts of criminal negligence, requiring us to take non-violent direct action to protect our families. 

Both resolutions were unanimously endorsed and carried.
